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O’HARE AND MIDWAY JOIN CITYWIDE CELEBRATION OF
CHICAGO’S VISIONARY ARCHITECTS

CHICAGO - A new exhibit entitled “Make Big Plans: Daniel Burnham’s Vision of an
American Metropolis” is now on display at O’Hare and Midway International Airports.
Each exhibit features beautiful illustrations, maps and historic photos outlining the 1909
Plan of Chicago by Chicago architects Daniel H. Burnham, Jr. and Edward H. Bennett.

“Make Big Plans” was created by the Newberry Library in collaboration with the Burnham
Plan Centennial, designed to celebrate the bold plans and big dreams that shaped
metropolitan Chicago for the past century. The Centennial is also meant to challenge our
region’s communities, leaders and institutions to build on the success of the Burnham
Plan. The O’Hare exhibit is located in Terminal 2 near the University of lllinois Medical
Clinic (airside) and the Midway exhibit is located in the CTA pedestrian walkway.

“The Chicago Department of Aviation is proud to participate in this inspiring citywide
exhibition,” said Aviation Commissioner Rosemarie S. Andolino. “Millions of local and
international travelers at O’Hare and Midway can now appreciate the remarkable work of
Chicago’s visionary planners.”

Throughout its history, Chicago’s unique position as a continental crossroads made the
city a major transportation hub. The exhibit shows that improving the transportation
routes of rail, road and water were of primary importance to the Plan of Chicago. Today,
Daniel Burnham’s motto, “Make Big Plans”, lives on in the O'Hare Modernization
Program (OMP), Mayor Richard M. Daley’s bold vision to build a 21% century airport at
O’Hare.

The Chicago Airport System’s cultural programs aim to promote O’'Hare and Midway
International Airports as extensions of the city by offering a taste of Chicago’s key
cultural attributes. The “Music in the Air” airport entertainment program features live art,
music and dance entertainment to coincide with events such as the Gospel, Blues and
Jazz festivals. Terminal Tunes, the Department of Aviation’s award-winning overhead
music program, features songs by Chicago artists ranging from blues to jazz to country
and classical.
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In addition to the Burnham exhibit, travelers are encouraged to visit the “Explore
Chicago” technology installations at both airports. The exhibits feature 50 HP
Touchsmart PC kiosks and high-tech lounges which invite passengers to take a virtual
tour of Chicago using the City’s tourism Web site, www.ExploreChicago.org. Using the
site, visitors can search for information on attractions and events happening around the
City; learn about Chicago’s exciting and diverse neighborhoods and festivals; view
images of the City’s most iconic locations in phenomenal detail; and even discover some
local Chicagoans’ favorite places in the “Insider Profiles” section. The Department of
Aviation and Chicago Office of Tourism partnered with Hewlett-Packard (HP), Gigapan
and NASA to create this installation.
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The Burnham Plan Centennial includes more than 200 program partners from the three-state region
spanning from Kenosha, Wis., through DeKalb, lll., to Michigan City, Ind. In honor of Daniel Burnham’s 1909
Plan of Chicago, this Centennial year is stirring a region-wide community to action, working to build the best
quality of life for people and planet alike. Our region's community foundation, The Chicago Community Trust,
provided leadership funding for the Burnham Plan Centennial, and is joined by the Elizabeth Morse and
Elizabeth Morse Genius Charitable Trusts as founding sponsors. Organizational and staff support for the
Burnham Plan Centennial Committee is provided by Chicago Metropolis 2020.

The Chicago Airport System is self-supporting, using no local or state tax dollars for operations or capital
improvements at O’Hare and Midway International airports. Together, Chicago’s airports generate more than

The O’Hare Modernization Program, approved by the federal government in September 2005, will
reconfigure O’Hare’s outdated intersecting runway configuration into a modern parallel configuration,
substantially reducing delays and increasing capacity. The OMP will create up to 195,000 new jobs and add
an additional $18 billion in annual economic activity to the region, on top of the 450,000 jobs and $38 billion
O’Hare generates today, without the use of any state or local taxpayer dollars.
